On the occasion of the ICNAAM 2012 you will visit Greece and the island of Kos. Since it is only September and if you wish to take some days off and combine business and pleasure, we have created small holidays’ programs for you in Athens and other Greek islands for the period before and after the Conference. You can arrange a family vacation or travel individually. Please check the following suggestions and if you want to have more information and you wish to make a booking, contact us. 

Athens 

Since you are travelling to Kos via Athens you can make a stop for several days in order to visit Athens and its unique attractions. 

Accommodation in President Hotel ****, in the city center starting from 75 Euro per double room with breakfast.
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The hotel is centrally located and has a big swimming pool on its top floor. If visiting Athens you have to have a close look of all great antiquities and monuments that the city has to offer. A group of organised tours and excursions are available. 

Athens Sightseeing – morning tour 

Daily / Duration: 08:45 – 13:45
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The striking contrast between breathtaking monuments of a glorious past and modern elegant structures is what you will enjoy during your tour of Athens. Visit the Acropolis, the crowning beauty and glory of Ancient Athens, with its many monuments atop its rocky base, including the awesome Parthenon, the Propylea, the temple of Athena Nike and the Erechtheion, with its Porch of Maidens. Drive to the Roman Temple of Olympic Zeus, the Panathinaikon Stadium (site of the first modern Olympic Games in 1896), the Tomb of the unknown Soldier in front of the Parliament House on Constitution Square. See views of government buildings and elegant structures of the 19th century. Drive along Panepistimiou Avenue and view the Catholic Cathedral, the Academy, the University, the National Library. In contrast, conclude your tour with a visit to the new Acropolis museum, a marvel of architecture with a full exhibition of the glory of Ancient Athens.
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· Every Monday the New Acropolis Museum is closed. The tour ends at 12:15pm
· Due to certain restrictions in the visiting hours of the New Acropolis Museum the order of the program may be changed

Sounion – half day afternoon tour 

Daily / Duration: 15:00 – 19:00
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Driving along the coastal road past the wonderful beaches of GLYFADA, VOULIAGMENI, VARKIZA and countless coves, one has a splendid view of the Saronic Gulf. A crowning feature of the tour Cape Sounion dominated by the spectacular Temple of POSEIDON overlooking the Aegean sea.

Sounion has been a sacred site since very ancient times. The "sanctuary of Sounion" is first mentioned in the Odyssey, as the place where Menelaus stopped during his return from Troy to bury his helmsman, Phrontes Onetorides.

Archaeological evidence has shown that there were two organized places of worship on the cape by the 7th century BC: a sanctuary of Poseidon at the southern edge and a sanctuary of Athena about 500 mt to the northeast.

Mycenae - Epidaurus / full day tour
Every Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday & Saturday / Duration: 08:45 – 19:00
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Drive along the coastal road of the Saronic Gulf to MYCENAE (Visit). Mycenae 'Rich in Gold', the kingdom of mythical Agamemnon, first sung by Homer in his epics, is the most important and richest palatial centre of the Late Bronze Age in Greece. Its name was given to one of the greatest civilizations of Greek prehistory, the Mycenaean civilization.


Then through ARGOS on to NAUPLIA, 1st capital of Greece in 1829 – After lunch depart to EPIDAURUS (Visit)
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On the headland called "Nesi" at Palaia Epidaurus, the theatre of the ancient city is quite well-preserved, in the shape it acquired during the latter years of its function. Apart from a few rows of seats, the cavea is made of limestone with poros staircases.
Until now, nine cunei with eighteen rows of seats have been excavated, which originally could accommodate about 2000 spectators. All the benches and thrones of the theatre carry inscriptions with the names of the donors while implying a direct relationship of the monument with the cult of Dionysus.

The theatre is marvelled for its exceptional acoustics, which permit almost perfect intelligibility of unamplified spoken word from the proscenium or scene to all 12,000 spectators, regardless of their seating.

Delphi / full day tour
Daily / Duration: 08:45 – 19:00




Drive through LEVADIA and ARACHOVA (famous for its bright multi coloured carpets) & arrive in DELPHI.

At the foot of Mount Parnassos, within the angle formed by the twin rocks of the Phaedriades, lies the Pan-Hellenic sanctuary of Delphi, which had the most famous oracle of ancient Greece. Delphi was regarded as the centre of the world. According to mythology, it is here that the two eagles sent out by Zeus from the ends of the universe to find the navel of the world met. The sanctuary of Delphi, set within a most spectacular landscape, was for many centuries the cultural and religious centre and symbol of unity for the Hellenic world and seat of the Pythian Games, the second most important games in Greece after the Olympics, which were held every four years.

Between the sixth and fourth centuries BC, the Delphic oracle, which was regarded as the most trustworthy, was at its peak. It was delivered by the Pythia, the priestess, and interpreted by the priests of Apollo. Cities, rulers and ordinary individuals alike consulted the oracle, expressing their gratitude with great gifts and spreading its fame around the world. The oracle was thought to have existed since the dawn of time. Indeed, it was believed to have successfully predicted events related to the cataclysm of Deukalion, the Argonaut's expedition and the Trojan War.

Visit of the archaeological site and the Museum where one can see among other archaeological treasures, the unique bronze statue of the Charioteer dedicated to Apollo by Polyzalos, the tyrant of Gela, in 478 B.C. when he won the chariot-race at the Pythian Games. This incomparable statue is a representative example of the ''severe'' Attic style, certainly the work of a major artist.

Saronic Gulf islands / full day cruise
Daily / Duration: 07:45 – 19:15

Transfer by bus from Athens to Piraeus Port and embark on the cruise ship.

Sail to the island of HYDRA, favourite of the international Jet-set - Hydra is the beloved muse of painters, craftsmen and photographers. Its unique architecture, crystal clear waters, splendid craft & jewel shops, folk art and the island’s traditional means of transport – the donkey, make it one of the last examples of “living Mediterranean history”. In Hydra you have time at leisure for strolling, shopping or swimming.
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In the early afternoon sail for the island of AEGINA, passing through the narrow strait separating the Peloponnesian coast from the island of POROS. Aegina is known for its rich history, inspiring pistachio grove landscapes, Aegina Port’s lively fish market and colourful floating fruit and vegetable marketplace as well as picturesque seaside villages such as St. Marina with its taverns, traditional shops and beautiful golden beaches. During our call at one of the ports you may choose to visit the majestic 5th century BC temple of the Goddess Aphaia (Optional Tour) which is regarded as the best preserved ancient temple of Greece offering a magnificent view of the whole Saronic Gulf.

Lunch is served on board.

Sailing to POROS the smallest of the three islands. Poros Town rests in a narrow strait between Poros Island and the Peloponnese, quietly nestled in the embrace of deep green pine forests and mildly scented lemon groves. A climb to the town’s magnificent bell tower offers an unforgettable view.

And if you think that the day ends here, you are mistaken! A “Traditional Greek Folk Show” with singers and dancers in original costumes form all of Greece who, together with our Officers & Hostesses will entertain and animate you up to the final moment as the ship docks in Piraeus.
